Michael Rose described this event as “a veritable parade of New Age 
enthusiasts organized around the theme: "EarthSpirit Rising: A Midwest 
Conference on Healing and Celebrating Planet Earth." In her keynote address 
Rosemary Radford Ruether said we need to slow population growth. "To allow 
unrestrained fertility is not pro-life," she said. "A good gardener weeds and 
thins his seedlings to allow the proper amount of room for the plants to grow. 
We need to seek the most compassionate way of weeding out people."   

And also from Reuther, "nature does not need us to rule over it. We are 
parasites," she asserted, "utterly dependent upon the rest of the food-chain. 
Nature would be much better off without us."
